Compare Mark’s version (2:1-12) of The Healing of the Paralytic with that
of Matthew 9:1-8 and Luke 5:18-26. What is the whole picture provided
by all three accounts?

e According to Luke the crowd is more than just the local people from
Capernaum, who is there and where did they come from? Why do you
think they came to Capernaum to see Jesus? What type of roof struc-
ture does Luke describe?

¢ Matthew does not tell the story about the roof at all. Matthew’s Gospel
is emphasizing the authority of Jesus as the Son of God in Chapters 8
and 9. How does the authority emphasis in this story fit with the rest of
these two chapters?

There are significant parallels between Mark 1 and Mark 2. In both pas-
sages Jesus is interrupted while he is teaching (1:21; 2:2). A group ques-
tions what Jesus says or does among themselves (1:27; 2:6), and the is-
sue of authority comes to the forefront. Both passages conclude with the
crowd’s amazement (1:22, 27 and 2:12). The parallels communicate a
combined message that a new, Spirit-empowered reality has burst forth
from heaven and that Jesus speaks with God’s authority. Identify specifics
in these two chapters that show this new reality. What happens when the
Kingdom of God is revealed?

The four men did not bring the paralyzed man to Jesus to have his sins
forgiven but to have him healed. Is there a connection between sin and
illness/disability? Is a specific illness a result of a specific sin? Go be-
yond specific sin to the condition of Original Sin, what does it have to do
with the reality of brokenness, iliness, pain, etc? How does forgiveness of
sins address this ultimate issue of our broken world?

A video to watch and discuss: Go to www.youtube.com and in the search
box type in the words, Chicken ala carte. This short six minute video is an
award winning video dealing with poverty and hunger. Watch it and then
discuss what you see. Toward the end of the video the family does some-
thing amazing — what is it? Discuss this statement: “There is no way that
we can give of ourselves freely until we’ve settled our gratitude and con-
tentment issues.” How does the statement impact our ability and willing-
ness to become “friends of hope?”
