On August 13, 1993 Dave and Barb Anderson, along with 5    
others, crash landed in a charter missionary airplane into the 36 
degree water of the Bering Sea, 100 miles south of the Arctic  
Circle, in 3-5‟ swells, and 2 ½ miles from land. Life expectancy is 
between 5 and 15 minutes in 36-degree water – they were in the 
water for an hour!  They had no life jackets or a raft – just empty 5
-gallon gas cans - all seven survived.  Dave and Barb will tell this 
miraculous Rescue Story as part of their concert.
